
Kodály Teaching 

The Kodály concept of music education continues to attract great attention around 

the world, primarily because of its ability to offer children stimulating and 

enjoyable music lessons while at the same time helping them become musically 

literate and develop an appreciation for fine music.  

The Kodály concept is an approach to music education inspired by the Hungarian 

composer and educator, Zoltan Kodály (1882-1967). Its primary goal is to cultivate 

a love and appreciation for music that is supported by understanding and direct 

musical experience.  

The Kodály Approach can be applied to the musical training of all age groups, from 

infant to adult. The approach stresses active learning through a variety of musical 

activities including performing, listening, moving and creating music. Yet the most 

distinguishable feature of Kodály teaching is the emphasis on learning through 

singing.  

Kodály believed that singing should be the foundation of all music education. "It is 

a long-accepted truth," wrote Kodály, "that singing provides the best start to music 

education; even the most talented artist can never overcome the disadvantages of 

an education without singing." The use of the singing voice gives a student direct 

access to music without the technical constraints associated with an instrument.  

Moreover, it leads to a deep internalisation of musical skills. 

Music literacy remains a key component of the approach and is developed 

sequentially using a developmental approach. True musical literacy is much more 

than knowing letter names. Kodály envisaged a deep literacy in which a child 

would have the same facility with musical notation as with text. Music literacy is 

always connected with the development of strong aural skills.

Australian Kodály Certificate 

The Australian Kodály Certificate (AKC) is awarded on completion of a professional 

development course. This course provides current and pre-service classroom and 

studio music teachers with the skills and knowledge to deliver a sequential, 

cumulative, developmental and aural-based music curriculum. 

The AKC is the only Australian fully accredited and nationally recognised program 

of teacher training in the Kodály approach. It was established some 20 years ago 

and during this time, over 150 teachers have successfully completed the 

requirements. 

The certificate is normally completed over three years of part-time study, with 

participants choosing to complete their three-year sequence in one area of 

specialisation: Early Childhood, Primary, Secondary or Colour Strings. (For more 

information, please refer to the Kodaly website: www.kodaly.org.au/akc).
